All old batteries are 
recycled. The company 
claims to recycle more 
than a million pounds of 
batteries each year. 

Cost of rebuilding var-
ies by power.  Prices range 
from $25 to $140.  Any 
Nicad battery 9 to 18 volts 
is $50. Voltman Batteries 
will rebuild and return the 
pack within 2 to 4 weeks. 
We do not rebuild lithium 
batteries. Same-day-turn-
around service for a $20 
premium is also available.

“Just prepay by phone or online, or en-
close a check with the battery,” says Peter-
son. “We will replace every cell with new 
high drain cells, and when you get it back, 
it will be better than new.”
