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How about this — a portable sawmill so
light (only 100 pounds) you can hand carry
and load it in your pickup, or on a car-top
cargo carrier.

Cutting speed, ona 6 in. dia. trunk, is right
at 5 ft. per minute. Boards and slats can be
precision cut to a thickness of about 1/4 in.

Most makes of chainsaws with an 18 in.
blade and a 92cc engine, can be used on the
Logosol. However, the manufacturer rec-
ommends the Stihl 064 with a picco chain
sprocket, the Stihl 066 or the Stihl 084.
